FITTING INSTRUCTIONS
1. Pull cups outward and place earmuffs over head and squarely over ears so they are centered and fully covered
under each cup. Avoid allowing unnecessary hair to get under ear cup pads by pulling longer hair up/back as needed.
2. While holding down headband on center top of head, adjust the height of each cup so they are equally
spaced over each ear until you feel a snug, comfortable fit and seal.
3.Test for Proper Fit and Seal - While wearing the earmuffs in a noisy environment, press earmuff cups firmly
to sides of head with both hands. If you perceive a difference in the noise level while pressing the earmuff cups,
earmuffs are not fitted correctly.
